There are so many places on campus which can
support you. Why not visit IRIS at the Center for International Education and Exchange (CIEE), Suita, Toyonaka Branch CIEE
or Minoh Branch CIEE? Or, you may notice there are many Schools and Faculties which have Advising Rooms for International
Students. Come on in and just say “hello!” and you will open the door to a new world!

You can also use information via the internet. For example, refer to the section on “Useful Information” in this pamphlet.

A2: You will start to meet people and make friends. You can make friends with your classmates or at your lab. On campus, IRIS,

Toyonaka Branch, and Minoh Branch are the places for international students and local students to meet and engage in activities
together for international exchange. Come and visit us! In addition, CIEE provides various kinds of information and activities

for international students via e-mail (IRIS-Letter). If you would like to get the IRIS Letter, come to CIEE.

A3: You are right, communication is important. There are Japanese Language programs at CIEE. You can also find a booklet which

shows information of Japanese classes in local community there. Please come to CIEE IRIS, Toyonaka Branch, or Minoh Branch

and ask the details.

Q4: I am worried whether I will do well in my studies and research at Osaka University.

AA4: 1t is natural to be concerned about your studies when you start in a new place. If you have concerns, do not hesitate to talk

about them with your supervising professor, or the professor who teaches one of your classes. You can also talk with your
classmates or your lab mates.

Do not hesitate to contact

us! Your privacy will be protected.

Q5: The image I had before coming to Osaka University is so different from what I am facing

now. I do not know what to do.

A5: We often feel lost when there so many differences between our images and expectations before coming and the reality after

we come to a new place. You may well feel that way soon after your arrival. Or, things may go well at first, but later feel
disoriented. How about contacting your family and friends and sharing how you feel now? Or you can visit CIEE or other
places in the Map of Advisors for International Students and share with others or consult privately at those places. “Useful
