In JA400, students will deepen their understanding of contemporary Japanese society and culture through the viewing of TEDtalks and a film dealing with
a variety of topics that are topical in Japan today. Students will also engage in discussions, essay writing, and presentations on the content of TEDtalks
to enrich their knowledge of practical grammar and vocabulary, and to be able to respond to a variety of topics both orally and in writing.

Applicants must have completed the JA300 Japanese language course offered by the Center for International Education and Exchange of Osaka
University, or a first half intermediate level Japanese language course at another educational institution. If you can score between 35 and 79 points on
the 400-level questions, you can consider this level to be appropriate for you.

Students attend a set of classes three days a week (1 period on Tuesday, 1 period on Wednesday, and 1 period on Thursday). Attendance of at least 2/3
of the class each day is required. Three late arrivals or early departures will count as one absence.
