1. 2—2O#E (Course contents)
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Intensive Japanese Language Course is a fifteen-week course which aims to provide students with an
intensive instruction of Japanese language. It focuses on communication skills in daily life, and also stresses
knowledge and skills necessary for academic activities, such as presentation. Classes are divided into several
levels, ranging from introductory to one where students who have previous experience in studying Japanese over
one year. Students are to be placed to each class according to their level of Japanese proficiency.

Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship students (Embassy-recommended research students and teacher
trainees) who receive preliminary Japanese language education do not need to complete this application process,

as this course is applicable to them.
